PLEASE NOTE THE HOUSES ARE NON SMOKING PREMISES

KEYS -
Can be collected from the MAIN GATEHOUSE - at the Main Entrance to the University, and is open 24 hrs. NOTE- The gatehouse is approximately 15/20 minutes walk to the Maths Research Houses at the Gibbet Hill site.  If arriving by taxi you should ask the taxi to wait whilst you collect your keys and then continue up to the houses with your luggage.  OR if you are arriving during office hours you can collect your keys from the Maths Research Centre, Room B1.37, please let me know where you would like to collect your keys.
Car Parking: you will require a ‘MRC parking’ ticket obtainable from the MRC Office or the notice board in the house, this should be displayed at all times.   You are welcome to use the large car park you go through prior to getting to the MRC houses.
ARRIVAL – The house should be ready for your occupation after 3.00pm

DEPARTURE - 
You must vacate the house by 10am so that the cleaners can prepare the house for the next occupants.
The general cleaning day to day of the Houses is the responsibility of the occupant during their time in there - we will arrange a general clean on departure.

Accommodation: Living Room, 2 bedrooms, kitchen, bathroom, laundry 
room and large study (used as a third bedroom).

Equipment:  electric cooker, fridge/freezer, dishwasher, crockery, 
Cutlery, cooking utensils, linen and bedding. Washing machine and tumble 
dryer are in the utility room just outside the front door.

Location:  15 minute walk from the Maths Institute.

Heating:  full gas fired central heating.

Rent:  Currently forty five pounds per night - which includes all 
utilities and local council tax except telephone charges.

Internet:  There is wireless internet connection available in the flat, you would need to go to Warwick Guest and follow the instructions.  Eduroam works very well everywhere on the campus.
